Whereas, there is great strength in parent-teacher association; and
Whereas, the effectiveness of the Sisterhood and the PTA can be substantially increased by a close cooperation,
Therefore, be it resolved, that we seek techniques to implement this goal, that Sisterhood shall be the mother

body of which PTA shall be a part and that we ask the cooperation of the Central Conference of American
Rabbis and The Union of American Hebrew Congregations in achieving this objective.
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
